J.C. HORMEL NATURE CENTER

The J.C. Hormel Nature Center consists of Z79 acres of mixed deciduous
torests in the Dobbins Creek floodpiain, and additional coniferous
plantings in drier uplapd sites. There are also old agricultural fields
1n successional growth, marshes and wetlands, a prairie restoration
area, wildiife food plots ana numerous evergreen windbreak plantings.

The Nature Center also maintains over five miles of woodchipped or mowed
trails and eight creek crossings to make the varied habitats of forest,
fieid and floodplain accessible for visitor use. An additional two
miles of trails are added for winter use by cross-country skiers,
totaling over seven miles of groomed and tracked ski trails during the
SNOW SEason.

An observation tower is now located on the North Extension Trail. The
tower was built with a grant from the Hormel Foundation. This tower is
useful to watch animals or the changing of seasons. The Center recently
purchased an Extended Access Vehicle (E.A.V) to be used for
nonambulatory people and groups. A new sight at the Nature Center is a
150 ton glacial boulder, which was moved from Todd Fark to the Nature
Center.
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[image: image2.png]The interoretive bullding serves as a support facility for all Nature
Center activities. and houses numerous disolavs and a varietv of reiated
natural history objects. Included are: |ive examples of common
repti!es ang ampnibians of Mower County, non-reieasable birds ot prev
such as hawkes and owls, as well as more traditional static displavs |ike
gamepoargs and posters. The interpretive building also houses ottices,
a iibrary., a classroom—augditorium, a maintenance shop and other support
+aciiities. Voiunteers contribute time to keep the interporetive
building ooen on weekends.

The Nature Center provides various educational and recreational services
1in the form of guided walks and special events upon request,
presentation for clubs or organizations, pubiic programing for families,
newspaper articles, and weekly radio orograms.

The Nature Center answers numerous calls and gquestions on a variety of
subjects from 1gentifying unusual birds, piants or 1nsects to advise on
care and feeding of orphaned or inJjured animals.
