[image: image1.png]. Water Systems: All new and replacement water supply systems shall be designed
to minimize or eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the system.

2. Specific Standards

The following provisions are required:

a. Accessory Uses and Structures

Accessory uses and structures (sheds, detached garages, etc.) that are proposed to be
placed in the Floodplain Protection Zoning Overlay require the issuance of a Floodplain
Development Permit. Accessory uses and structures that are 400 square feet in area or
less must meet the following criteria. Accessory uses and structures that are larger than
400 square feet in area must meet all requirements of the Zoning Overlay.

1. Accessory structures shall not be used for human habitation (including work,
sleeping, living, cooking or restroom areas);

2. Accessory structures shall be designed to have low flood damage potential;

3. Accessory structures shall be constructed and placed on the building site so as to
offer the minimum resistance to the flow of floodwaters;

4, Accessory structures shall be firmly anchorcd per the standards of the Zoning
Overlay;

5. Service facilities such as electrical and heating equipment shall meet the
standards of the Zoning Overlay; and

6. Openings to relieve hydrostatic pressure during a flood shall be provided below
base flopd clevation in conformance with the standards of the Zoning Overlay
and as approved by the Cxty Engmeer
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b. Critical Facllitltes " .

Where approved in the Floodplain Protection Zomng Overlay, critical facilities shall be
constructed on properly compacted fill and have the lowest floor (including basement)
elevated at least one foot above the elevation of the 500-year flood. A critical facility
shall have at least one access road connected to land outside the 500-year floodplain
(Subdistrict B) that is capable of supporting a 4,000-pound vehicle. The top of the road
must be no lower than six (6) inches below the elevation of the 500-year flood.

¢. Construction, Non-Residential

1. Freeboard: New construction or substantial improvement of any commercial, B’e
industrial, or non-residential structure shall have the lowest finished floor, ¥
including basement, elevated no lower than two (2) feet above the level of the
base flood elevation.

2. Measuring Lowest Finished Floor: For the purposes of the Zoning Overlay,
the lowest floor shall be measured from the top of the finished floor as defined
herein.

3. Floodproofing: Structures may be floodproofed to the flood protection level in
lieu of elevation provided that all areas of the structure below the required
elevation plus two (2) feet are watertight with walls substantially impermeable to
the passage of water, using structural components having the capability of
resisting hydrostatic and hydrodynamic loads and the effect of buoyancy.
