MASTER EXERCISE PRACTITIONER PROGRAM GOALS

The Emergency Management Institute (EMI) created the certificate title Master Exercise Practitioner Program (MEPP) specifically to recognize those individuals who have completed prescribed training and demonstrated, through hands-on application, a high level of professionalism and capability in the arena of emergency management exercises.   This program specifically is directed at improving the capabilities of emergency management personnel involved in all aspects of emergency management exercises.  Through the improvement of the knowledge, skills and abilities (KSAs) of involved personnel, both the quantity and quality of exercises conducted at the local, Tribal, State, and Federal levels of government can be improved.
The MEPP training courses and proficiency demonstrations are intended to enable individuals involved in the development of emergency management exercises and exercise programs for their respective jurisdictions, agencies and/or organizations, to improve their capabilities in the design, conduct, evaluation and follow-up of exercises and manage their overall exercise program.

MEPP OBJECTIVES:

To establish a level of professional achievement and recognition for persons charged with administering and conducting emergency management exercise programs and activities.  

To establish the performance requirements of individuals who are functioning as exercise program managers, designers, controllers, simulators, and evaluators in the administration of exercise programs and activities.

To improve the capability of communities, agencies and organizations involved in emergency response to assess and improve their capability to respond to and recover from emergencies of all sizes and sources through the use of emergency management exercises conducted by exercise staff.
