They met with the Public Officer during the morning for an orientation.  They met with the Public Assistance technical staff for an afternoon of training.  They were 
given field assignments for additional training in Lake and Coos Counties.  Applicant Briefings were concluded on Wednesday afternoon for Josephine County.  Thirty-Seven Notice of Interests (NOI’s) have been received to date.  Final Preparations are being made for the DSR Inspectors Briefing on Monday, February 10th.  The meeting will be in the Roseburg City Hall in Douglas County at 9:30a.m.  We are continuing to coordinate with Federal Agency members on the Interagency Levee Task Force (ILTF).

PUBLIC ASSISTANCE (PA) 1160

Public Assistance Damage Survey Inspection Teams are conducting inspections in Coos, Douglas, and Lane County’s.  A total of 38 Notices of Interest have been received to date from local and State agency applicants.  These (NOI’s) represent 7 State agencies, 2 
private non-profit, 18 from local government, and 11 special districts.  Public 
Assistance Teams are working out of Satellite Field Offices in the Cities of Coquille, Roseburg, and Eugene, Oregon (on-going).  Inspections and DSR’s are concluding this 
week for Coos and Lane Counties.  Those offices will be closed as of Monday, February 10th.  The Douglas County office will remain open for an additional week.  The Infrastructure Management Team is continuing to develop a policy paper of decisions 
made re:  eligibility issues, methodology, and consistency, (On-going).  Our group 
leaders report and project estimated date for concluding the site inspections as soon as February 14, 1997 (no change).  80 DSR’s have been received, and 19 have been 
reviewed, 21 applicants have been completed.  The Group Leaders are continuing to 
work with the Teams and the local applicants to finalize the DSR’s.  Review and processing of the DSR’s is continuing in the DFO.

PA will hold the DSR Inspectors’ Briefing on Monday, February 10 in the Roseburg City Hall in Douglas County at 9:30 a.m.  Staff is continuing to coordinate with Federal agency members of the Interagency Levee Task Force (ILTF).
PUBLIC ASSISTANCE (PA) DR-1160-OR

Public Assistance Damage Survey Inspection Teams are conducting inspections in Coos, Douglas, and Lane Counties.  Applicants have filed 38 Notices of Interest (NOIs).  These NOIs come from 18 local governments, 11 special districts, two private non-profit agencies, and seven State agencies.

The Infrastructure Management Team continues to develop a policy paper on decisions made regarding eligibility issues, methodology, and consistency.  PA has received 80 DSRs.  PA teams have helped 21 local applicants complete their DSRs and have reviewed an additional 19 DSRs.
