Computers for Disaster Field Office





Background





On January 1, 1999, the President of the United States declared a state of emergency in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, under declaration number 1234.  As part of the recovery effort, a Disaster Field Office (DFO) is being set up.  This DFO will require computers to process the assistance applications.





At present, the DFO is being set up to handle 50 assistance personnel.  The computers will need to have the capability to handle Microsoft Windows applications.  Attached is a list of sources of companies who sell ADP equipment.





Objective





The objective is to have a computer for each assistance person.





Requirement





There is a need for 50 computers to be used by the 50 assistance personnel.  These computers will be needed by January 10, 1999.  Computers must have the capability to run Microsoft Windows.  At least a 486 computer (with 16 megs of RAM) is needed.





Delivery





The computers must to be delivered by January 10, 1999.
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RECOMMENDATION FOR OTHER THAN FULL


AND OPEN COMPETITION





On January 1, 1999, the President of the United States declared a state of emergency in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, under declaration number 1234.  As part of the recovery effort, it is necessary to procure computers for the assistance personnel to aid in the recovery effort.  Computers need to be delivered by January 10, 1999.  Time is of the essence, and there is no time to compete for this requirement.  Under the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR), part 6.302-3, Unusual and Compelling Urgency, the requirement is exempt from full and open competition.
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
