The United States Department of Homeland Security (HDS) through the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) funds the Healthcare Leadership Course.  The course is conducted at the Noble Training Center in Anniston, Alabama.

The program begins on Monday evening at 5:00 p.m. and ends on Friday at noon for each course offering.  Presently, all travel arrangements; transportation, meals and lodging are provided paid for by the government.  Students should make flight arrangement to arrive prior to 2:00 p.m. at the Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport on Monday.  A chartered bus will transport participants to the lodging facilities and Noble Training Center, as well as deliver participants back to the Atlanta Airport on Friday. Flight arrangements should be made on Friday for after 5 p.m.  There is also transportation provided to and from the lodging facilities and Noble Training Center each class day.  

Application instructions to students:

· Assemble a healthcare team (hospital, health and EMS personnel. (See Target Audience Document)

· Coordinate 3 choices of class dates for team attendance

· Complete the Healthcare Leadership Application Form for each individual attending the training

· Provide all information (be sure to give as much information as possible regarding current position and duties)

· E-mail or fax applications to the address on the bottom of the application form

Selection Criteria Guidelines:

Teams are selected based on the following criteria.

Priority One:  Complete teams.  Healthcare systems that have applied as a team and meet all the requirements of the target audience will be given priority.  (Minimum 6 applications filling the roles of Hospital Executive, Hospital Patient Services, Hospital Emergency Department, Hospital Physical Plant, Emergency Medical Services, and Public Health.

Priority Two:  Complete teams from larger jurisdictions under the Urban Area Security Initiative (10 Cities) will be given priority over other teams. (New York, NY; Chicago, IL; Washington/National Capital Region; Los Angeles, CA; San Francisco, CA; Philadelphia, PA; Houston, TX; Miami, FL; Boston, MA and Jersey City, NJ)

Priority Three:  Complete teams from Metropolitan Medical Response Systems Cities (MMRS) and Chemical Stockpile Emergency Preparedness Program Cities (CSEPP) will be given priority over other teams.
