PLAYER ORIENTATION

CHECKLIST

Purpose.

The purpose of the Player Orientation Checklist is to identify issues, training programs, plans, policies, procedures, administrative requirements and player exercise roles. This checklist will assist the exercise planning team in developing a player handbook that prepares exercise players for exercise participation. This checklist is divided into activities that should occur before, during and after the exercise. The following recommended activities should be accomplished before, during, and after the exercise. The development team should provide sufficient time for players to participate in scheduled activities as well as allow time for player research and analysis.

· _____a. Issue players applicable plans, policies, and procedures

· _____b. Issue players exercise objectives, concepts, scenario overview,

                and facilitate player discussions.

· _____c.  Conduct briefing for players on exercise roles and                responsibilities

· _____d. Issue players resource manual

· _____e. Conduct briefing for players on the proper usage of exercise message forms (Message forms, activity logs, status reports) 

· _____f. Brief players on exercise administrative rules and regulations (safety, meals, reporting time, startex, endex etc)

· _____g. Conduct communication briefing for players that addresses all exercise forms of communication (Verbal, radio, telephone, fax, television, computer)

· _____h. Conduct a tour of exercise facilities and provide players with appropriate diagrams

· _____i. Provide players with appropriate maps and schematics 
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· _____j. Conduct training sessions in Emergency Operations Center

· _____k. Issue players final exercise documents prior to startex

· _____l. Management team conduct controller briefings

· _____m. Management team conduct evaluator briefing

· _____n. Management team conduct player briefings

· _____o. Brief players on critique and after action activities
