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If you are a non-U.S citizen coming to NETC we have listed a few items you should know in advance.

· All foreign visitors staying on-campus will have a dorm fee of $30 dollars per night. 
· All non-U.S. citizens attending the conference must have a security clearance conducted before they are accepted.  The security clearance takes 8-12 weeks to complete.  We are asking you to return your applications by fax to our Admissions office at (301) 447-1658 to make this process as efficient as possible.    
· Check in time for dorm rooms is after 1:00 pm on the day prior to the first day of the conference.  
· Your vehicle must be registered at Housing/Security for security reasons, even if you do not stay on campus.
· Your acceptance packet will be sent to you by fax.  We ask that you make sure a legible fax number is on your application.  
· When you arrive on campus be aware that you will need to show your passport and a photo copy will be made and kept on file.  
· Bring 2 photo IDs.  Occasionally our security level will change abruptly and we want to make sure you will be allowed on the NETC campus if this happens.  
· When entering our campus your vehicle will be searched, a temporary Visitor ID and temporary Parking Permit will be issued and you will be advised where to park.  Visitor ID must be worn at all times.  
· If you choose to stay off campus, it will be at your own expense.  You will still need to purchase a break ticket from the NETC cafeteria for the length of the conference.
· Class, dormitory, and vehicle registration will take place in Building C West Lobby.
· Since you may have to walk some distance to your room, we recommend you bring luggage with wheels.
