John Jay College of Criminal Justice – Interdisciplinary M.A. Certificate Program in Terrorism Studies
The Center on Terrorism of John Jay College, created in 2001, is dedicated to creating safety through understanding. The Center, in collaboration with Office of Graduate Studies, offers an interdisciplinary M.A. certificate program in the study of terrorism and is open to students from all fields of study. The Program is a stand-alone certificate whereby students are required to pass entry requirements by John Jay College admissions as well as demonstrate a GPA of 3.3 or better in their previous studies. 
Requirements

The requirement for the certificate program is successful completion of the two core courses and two electives meeting grade requirements. The first core course is a Proseminar in Terrorism Studies. Seminars meet on Fridays during the academic year and certificate students must attend regularly. The second core course is Criminal Justice 744: Terrorism and Politics. Students will have a choice of three disciplinary areas from which to take their remaining two courses.
