Southern Connecticut State University - Online Graduate Certificate in Emergency & Disaster Management

The Graduate Certificate in Emergency and Disaster Management is a web-based program designed to help new graduates, mid-career professionals, and experienced emergency management professionals develop the practical and theoretical background in management and coordination of emergencies, disasters, and catastrophes (collectively known as crisis) in the public, private, and critical nonprofit sectors.  This certificate was designed as an intensive educational program for working professionals who either have emergency management as part of their current job description or who are interested in expanding their understanding and skills to enter the emergency management field.

FEMA's Professional Development Series (PDS) is built into the curriculum, and students will receive a certificate from FEMA upon completion of the PDS.  Students may also be eligible for IAEM Associate Emergency Manager and DRII Associate Business Continuity Professional certification

Non-Credit Courses Offered by the Emergency and Disaster Management Program Include:
Certified Emergency Manager Peer Review Program is an online-based no-fee, no-credit course offered by the Emergency and Disaster Management program to facilitate professional certification as a certified Emergency Manager/Associate Emergency Manager through the International Association of Emergency Managers.  Participants meet once a month over six months to work through putting together their CEM/AEM application and take the certification exam, working with peer support.
Community Emergency Response Team Training is a classroom-based no-fee, no-credit 27-hour course covering Disaster Preparedness, Fire Safety, Disaster Medical Operations, Light Search and Rescue Operations, CERT Organization, Disaster Psychology, Terrorism and Course Review/Disaster Simulation.
