University of Alaska, Fairbanks – Bachelor of Emergency Management and Homeland Security
The School of Management at the University of Alaska Fairbanks received final approval for curriculum changes supporting their Bachelor of Emergency Management (BEM) program.  Six courses were added to the original program format in order to provide a more comprehensive education within the fields of emergency management and homeland security.  The addition of these courses will complement the technical and tactical perspectives of those entering the program with a first responder (fire, paramedic, law enforcement or military) background and provide the operations management focus needed to succeed in today’s highly integrated fields of emergency management and homeland security.

In addition to changes in the core of the BEM program, the School of Management is developing four additional special topics courses areas of concentration/emphasis within the program.  As a result of the revised curriculum and course offerings, the program has grown from 5 to over 50 students in less than a year.  Significant to the continued growth and expansion of the BEM, we have transitioned courses as part of the program into an online delivery format and will have the program online for distance delivery starting this upcoming Fall (2011).  This transition will allow us to support the continued education and training of first responders in the field and likewise allow us to meet the needs of military members unable to participate in a resident course due to deployments, TDY and on duty requirements.
