Session 24 and 25: Student Presentations and Discussions of the Students’ Course Papers
Time: 3.0 hrs


Objectives:

Research and author a course paper related to Business Crisis and Continuity

Provide a concise and complete presentation of a course paper.

Respond to questions and participate in a discussion of individual course papers.    
Scope: 
During the session, the students will present their course papers.  It is recommended that the students be allocated between six and eight minutes to present their paper followed by a short discussion of the paper.  If the students wish to use power point slides to support their presentation, the number of slides should be limited to six or less. The time and power point slide limitations are intended to let the students practice providing an oral report that is both concise and complete on. In addition to the students presenting content specific information on their course paper the ensuing questions and discussions can be used to emphasize specific learning points. The size of the class will determine the number of class sessions required to complete the student presentations.  Experience has shown that a single presentation and the questions and discussions requires approximately 10 minutes.  The class time allotted is 3.0 total hours which will accommodate a class size of 18 students.

General Requirements:

The Instructor may wish to provide a computer and LCD projector if the students are using slides to support their presentation.  If that is the case, the number of slides should be limited to six  or less and the Instructor should consider having the students provide their presentations in electronic form prior to the start of class to minimize the transition time between presentations.

As an alternative to just a series of presentations, the Instructor may consider a general discussion of the types of organizations included in the students’ papers and the types of stakeholders and their appropriate level of participation in the development of a BCCM program and plan.  

Sufficient time should be allotted to a short discussion of each presentation and the students should be encouraged to ask questions of their classmates.
Sufficient time should be allotted to process the overall presentations/discussions and the value of the course paper and presentations to tying together the entire course per the guidelines set forth for the experiential model and learning cycle described in Objective 1.8 of Session one of this course.
