floodplain; some homesites in floodplain.

Conventional Plan B: All land on site is subdivided into lots; some lots partially in floodplain;
homesites restricted to natural high ground; setbacks and sideyard restrictions modified to

accommodate structures out of floodplain.
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CLUSTER PLAN

Cluster Plan: All floodplain lands and
other sensitive lands kept as open
space; net density remains equal to
conventional plans; lot sizes reduced to
protect natural features; all homesites
are on natural high ground.
