REFERENCE: Emergency Management: Principles and Practices for Local Government (ICMA)

COURSE GOALS: This course will examine the concepts of writing in an emergency operating plan and the elements necessary for inclusion in the plan (all-risk hazard planning).  Students will begin with the process for identifying local hazards.  Using groups they will analyze their hazard assessments and write a basic plan.  The groups will present their plans to the group for critique.  Actual emergency operating plans will be used to illustrate the planning requirements and results.

COURSE FORMAT: The course makes extensive use of lecture and discussion and readings.  Contemporary videos and handouts may also be used to supplement the text and discussions.  Additional reading material or activities may be assigned at the discretion of the instructor.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

ESAMS AND QUIZZES: There will be two class presentations.  Groups will be required to present their hazard identification analyses and capability assessments, including possible deficiencies.  The second presentation will present a plan and annexes.  The class will critique the material in both presentations.

ASSIGNMENTS:  Students will be informed of reading assignments and are expected to have read the assignments prior to the class sessions where they will be discussed.  In addition,
