	Purpose of the Federal Response Plan (FRP)
	To coordinate all Federal resource capability into one consolidated response mechanism for assisting disaster-affected victims and communities.




	Federal Response Plan
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	· Integrates capabilities of Federal departments and agencies for coordinated response to a disaster.


· Supports implementation of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (Public Law 93-288, as amended).


· Defines Federal Government’s role to provide response, recovery, and mitigation assistance to support State and local government disaster efforts.

	All ESFs were activated at once.

	ESF#1 – Transportation
	LFA: Department of Transportation

Coordinated transport of USAR teams between Ground Zero and McGuire Air Force Base.

Working on ferry service to Governor’s Island for NY National Guard.



	ESF#2 – Communications
	LFA:  National Communications System

Coordinated requests for Telecommunication Service Priority (TSP) from 46 different agencies



	ESF#3 – Public Works and Engineering
	LFA:  US Army Corps of Engineers

Supporting the removal of 1.2 million tons of debris – only partially complete
Working with Port Authority and MTA to map the limits of the subterranean structure collapse.



	ESF#4 – Firefighting
	LFA: US Forest Service

· Providing Incident Management Teams

· ICP at the Jacob Javits Convention Center supports DMAT and USAR teams

· IMT also operating a 24-hour Receiving & Distribution Center in Edison, NJ
· Two Hotshot crews at the WTC site


	ESF#5 – Information and Planning
	LFA: FEMA

· Provides Geographic Information (GIS) support to Recovery Operations and USAR Teams

· Provides planning and report services for DFO, FCO, and disaster operations


	ESF#6 – Mass Care
	LFA:  American Red Cross

· Provided shelters for temporary housing (now closed)

· Mass feeding at the rate of 220,000 meals per day – over 5.2 million served to date


	ESF#7 - Resources Support
	LFA:  General Services Administration

· Contracted for warehouse and office space

· Provided protective clothing and respirators for rescue and recovery workers

· Contracted for translation services

· Purchased 500 flags for casket covers for FDNY and NYPD personnel
· Continues to meet various resource needs


	ESF#8 – Health and Medical Services
	LFA:  US Public Health Service

· Five Disaster Medical Assistance Teams (DMAT) have treated over 4600 patients

· Veterinary Medical Assistance Teams (VMAT) have provided more than 740 medical treatments to rescue team dogs
· Seven DMORT sites
· Burn nurses at NY Presbyterian Hospital
· Mental Health Assistance Teams deployed


	ESF#9 – Urban Search and Rescue
	LFA:  FEMA

Twenty USAR teams deployed to Ground Zero NYC

All now demobilized.

· Monitoring storm sewer seepage

· Developing a wash down plan for landfills

· Air Quality and Water Quality
