Fire Safe Design E-333

In this course, you will obtain fundamental principles of fire protection engineering as they are applied to the built environment.  The course uses the Society of Fire Protection Engineers training materials, and includes tours of the National Fire Academy fire protection equipment labs and live fire demonstrations.

This interactive course covers the combustion and ignition phenomenon, fire endurance evaluations for building materials, construction and structural feature, application of fire resistant materials, evaluating fire protection designs, life safety analyses, fire detection and alarm systems, water-based fire suppression systems, and human factors in egress and exit design.

Students will have the opportunity to tour the fire protection labs and observe fire protection systems in action during live-fire demonstrations.
