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Mr. Herbert (Bud) Marshall is the Exercise Program Manager at the Office of Domestic Preparedness with the Department of Homeland Security for the Southwest and Pacific Ocean Region (eight States and territories). He coordinates multiple contractor teams in the development and conduct of Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) exercises; conducts exercise planning meetings and exercises; reviews all exercise supporting documents and after-action reports; and conducts planning meetings to analyze State and local strategic exercise data and activities.
