Drinking Water for Disaster Field Office Personnel





Background





On January 1, 1999, the President of the United States declared a state of emergency in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, under declaration number 1234.  As part of the recovery effort, a disaster field office (DFO) is being set up.  This DFO will need drinking water for DFO personnel.





The DFO is located at 111 Security Boulevard, Milwaukee.





Objective





The objective is to provide drinking water at the Milwaukee DFO.





Requirement





Drinking water is required for the Disaster Field Office staff.  During the first 2 months, there could be at least 500 people per day in the DFO in a 24-hour period.





There should be at least one water dispenser per 80 people.





Delivery





The drinking water and dispensers must be set up and ready to go January 2, 1999, as the DFO staff will begin working.
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RECOMMENDATION FOR OTHER THAN FULL


AND OPEN COMPETITION





On January 1, 1999, the President of the United States declared a state of emergency in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, under declaration number 1234.  As part of the recovery effort, it is necessary to procure drinking water for the staff at the Milwaukee Disaster Field Office (DFO).  Time is of the essence, and there is no time to compete for this requirement.  Under the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), part 6.302-3, Unusual and Compelling Urgency, the requirement is exempt from full and open competition.
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
