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Mr. John Lindsay is tenured as an Assistant Professor and is currently the Chair of the Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies (ADES) Department at Brandon University, where he combines research with his 19 years of experience in emergency management. He worked in New Zealand for 6 years, first as a hazard analyst in Wellington and then managing the Auckland City Council emergency management program. Mr. Lindsay returned to Canada, joining Manitoba Health as a disaster management specialist from 1999 to 2005. He has taught at Brandon University since 2001 and has also served as an instructor at the University of Manitoba’s Natural Resources Institute.

Mr. Lindsay received the degree of Master of City Planning from the University of Manitoba in 1993 with a research focus on urban planning and emergency management. He contributes to the disaster management profession through research and at numerous conferences as both an organizer and speaker. He is a member of the Canadian Standards Association Technical Committee on Emergency Management, and he served on the NSERC Safety and Security Grant selection panel.
This will be Mr. Lindsay’s fourth time attending the Higher Education Conference, where he has frequently contributed a Canadian perspective to sessions on international emergency management. This year, he is presenting with Dr. David McEntire on Comparative Emergency Management Book Project: Understanding Emergency Management Systems around the World (1:00–2:40, first round of Tuesday, June 2 afternoon breakout sessions). This session will describe some of the lessons gleaned from the development of a Comparative Emergency Management book project sponsored by the Federal Emergency Management Agency Higher Education Program. Participants in the panel, from countries around the world, will discuss various questions regarding their countries’ systems.

Mr. Lindsay is very interested in the role higher education is playing in the establishment of the emergency management profession, especially as it goes beyond the obvious development and teaching of the body of knowledge. Mr. Lindsay will welcome the opportunity to discuss this with anyone who shares this interest.
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
