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Mr. Daniel Martin is a Doctoral Student in North Dakota State University’s (NDSU) Emergency Management Program. Prior to committing to NDSU’s program, he worked in the emergency management industry for 12 years as a consultant and for the City of Chicago. He has responded to more than 20 disasters including the 2001 World Trade Center attacks, the 2004 Florida hurricanes, and Hurricane Katrina. Mr. Martin has been requested to perform on special projects for the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Headquarters and the Mayor’s Office of Chicago. Active in the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE) and the International Association of Emergency Managers (IAEM), he sits on the IAEM Certified Emergency Manager Commission and was a founding member of ASCE’s Committee on Critical Infrastructure.
