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Mr. Robert A. Sheridan currently serves as an Adjunct Professor for Homeland Security Courses at Northern Virginia Community College and the University of Maryland. He has planned and developed course material on the current trends of international terrorism to include America’s historical response to the international terrorist threat and historical perspectives on Islamic Fundamentalism. He has contributed as an independent consultant providing law enforcement expertise to CNN, Associated Press, and Washington Times on Port Security and Real ID topics.
Mr. Sheridan served as a senior special agent with the U.S. Customs Service for 30 years. He has initiated, conducted, and coordinated specialized criminal investigations of alleged or suspected violations of the Arms Export Control Act, International Trafficking Arms Regulations, Export Administration Act of 1976, and the International Emergency Economic Powers Act. These investigations involved illegal exports of precursor chemicals, biological and toxin warfare agents, critical technology, and munitions technology. The investigations conduced involved inter-regional dimensions and nationwide in origin and coverage with international implications. Mr. Sheridan has conferred with U.S. attorneys, Federal judges, and representatives of foreign governments as required during the investigation. As part of the investigation, he drafted investigative reports and investigative and operation plans for briefings to Congressional and Executive Branch officials.

Mr. Sheridan holds an M.A. from George Washington University and a B.S. from Bryant University in Smithfield, Rhode Island. He has received Commendation Awards from Louis J. Freeh, Director of FBI, and Senator Edward M. Kennedy for successful investigations involving terrorist cases. Additionally, he has been recognized by the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the Eastern District of Virginia with two Public Service Awards for exemplary investigative work on National Security cases.
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
