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Lee County, Florida, Shelter Exaction
In 2000, Lee County, Florida, adopted an ordinance (Ord. No. 00-14) patterned after Florida’s Hurricane Preparedness Rule (§9J2, Florida Administrative Code) that requires developers of new residential structures within Category 1, 2, or 3 hurricane evacuation zones to offset their hurricane shelter needs through one of several options: (1) donating land for a shelter, (2) constructing and donating a new shelter, or (3) making a payment in lieu of #1 or 2. 

Shelter need is calculated with the following formulas:


SQT = SP x RFA
(equation 1)



where
SQT = total square feet of shelter space required 




SP = shelter spaces needed (see equation 2)




RFA = required square feet of shelter floor required per space = 20


SP = N x SSR
(equation 2)



where
SP = shelter spaces needed




N = number of residents in development (see equation 3)




SSR = estimated shelter seeking rate = 0.21


N = U x P
(equation 3)



where
N = number of residents in development




U = number of residential units




P = persons per household

Where the developer chooses to make a payment in lieu of providing the needed shelter space, the payment includes a rate of $6.61 per square foot plus costs for providing emergency power.
