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Executive Leadership is fragmented. Each Commissioner
heads a department. As a body, commission runs City Hall.
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Administrative duties conducted by
professional manager,
to de-politicize city government.

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Procedural Due Process

Government decision making:

· unbiased

· notice and hearing

· cross-examination

· based on record

· no undue influence
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Substantive Due Process

All laws, rules, and regulations must:

1. Advance a legitimate public purpose

2. Be rationally related to the government objective

The Takings Clause

“…nor shall private property be taken for public use without just compensation”

Regulations that 
“go too far” are takings

Public Purpose Test:

Regulations must serve a legitimate public interest.

Relationship Test:

Regulations must have a strong relationship to goals sought.

Economic impact:

Some economic benefit must remain to the owner.
