Homeland Security is a broad field, filled with many career options.  The HS program offers students several ways to pursue disciplines related to the practice of Homeland Security.  The curriculum allows students flexibility by allowing 30 credits to be taken from outside the curriculum.  Students can choose to either pursue a second major, the cyber security track, or students may take two (2) additional minors at 15 credits each.  For example, students can choose from minors in terrorism studies, business, international relations, aeronautics, safety, etc.  Or, students interested in cyber security, network administration, or data assurance, are encouraged to enroll in the technical cyber security track.  All HS students are also required to complete a senior practicum by working in groups with real clients to solve real-world security or emergency management challenges.  Finally, to round out one’s professional development, the HS program requires a 300 hour (3 credit minimum) internship.  Internships are designed to provide each student with a rich and specific professional experience and can be taken either during the semester or during the summer break.
