George Mason University – Doctor of Philosophy in Biodefense
The Biodefense Graduate Program in the Department of Public and International Affairs at George Mason University offers two degrees: an MS in Biodefense and a Ph.D in Biodefense. 

The goal of the Biodefense Program is to educate the next generation of biodefense and biosecurity professionals and scholars. This program provides students with the knowledge, skills and training to assess the risks posed by natural and man-made biological threats, develop strategies for reducing these risks to national and international security, and bridge the gap between science and policy. These skills are also essential to combating terrorism, the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, and other transnational threats. The main objective of the Biodefense program is to train students for employment in the areas of biodefense, homeland security, and national security in academia, non-government organizations, industry, and government. The program provides students with a background in the science and technology of biodefense and the opportunity to specialize in the fields of international security and homeland security. By combining a foundation in the biological sciences with a focus on policy analysis, it was the first program of its kind in the United States to offer a broad program of study in the defense against biological threats.
PhD in Biodefense

This degree requires the completion of 72 credits.

Concentration Requirement (12 Credits):

· Students select one of two concentrations: 
· International Security

· Homeland Security

Distribution Requirement (6 Credits): In the field that the student is not concentrating in.

· 6-9 credits of BIOD 998: Dissertation Proposal and 15-18 credits of BIOD 999: Dissertation Research. A maximum of 24 credits of 998 and 999 may be applied to the degree.
The Biodefense Program offers two concentrations: International Security and Homeland Security.

International Security
This concentration provides students with a foundation in the international dimensions of biodefense and biosecurity and the international security implications of proliferation, terrorism, and health crises. Students will learn to apply theories of international relations and security studies to the conduct of U.S. foreign policy, the development of international laws and norms, and the role of international organizations in fostering international cooperation to combat shared threats. Students will also have the opportunity to develop an in-depth knowledge of the theory and practice of intelligence and the role of intelligence in national security decision-making. 

Homeland Security

This concentration provides students with a background in the principles and policies of homeland security with an emphasis on medical and public health preparedness for man-made and naturally occurring disasters. Students will learn about the art and practice of the full spectrum of emergency preparedness activities including prevention, planning, detection, response and recovery. Students will also become familiar with methodologies for assessing threats posed by terrorists, weapons of mass destruction, and naturally occurring epidemics.
