Capella University – Homeland Security Graduate Level Concentration  
Graduate learners in the Homeland Security concentration will evaluate homeland security policies, procedures, and organizations to understand the historical context of protecting the homeland. Learners will analyze best practices and leadership skills needed to manage homeland security organizations in the public and private sector. Specialization topics include an analysis of causes of terrorism and extreme violence in the homeland, threat vulnerability analysis, information and intelligence sharing, weapons of mass effect, and collaborative partnerships in homeland security.  Learners who complete this concentration are prepared to pursue careers in leadership positions in a variety of homeland security agencies including the Department of Homeland Security, the Federal Bureau of Investigations, Immigration Customs Enforcement, Federal Emergency Management Agency, and Border Protection Enforcement and state, county, local non-government agencies involved in homeland security.

PSF7235 Homeland Security: A Systems Approach
Course Descriptions:
PSF77231 - Cyberterrorism, Bioterrorism and Weapons of Mass Effect (4 quarter credits) This course closely examines the threats posed by today’s terrorist organizations – cyber and bioterrorism.  These “weapons of mass effect” are contrasted to the more familiar “weapons of mass destruction” and the likelihood of their use and consequences resulting from a cyber or bioterror attack are examined. 

PSF77233 Intelligence Analysis and Forecasting Terrorism (4 quarter credits) This course focuses on the elements and processes involved in predicting and preventing terrorist attacks.  All facets of data collection, information synthesis, and intelligence analysis are examined.  The effectiveness of various information sharing and collaborative network models currently in place in the homeland security sphere are examined in this course. 

PSF7235 Homeland Security - A Systems Approach (4 quarter credits) This course takes a broad systems approach to identify the key stakeholders involved in the security of the homeland.  The complex array of stakeholders includes elements from local, state, federal, and private sectors.  A risk management model is used to analyze threat, vulnerability, and consequence factors in order to determine situation-based, optimal intervention strategies.
