Individuals may apply for the Graduate Certificate program by completing and submitting the GW Graduate Admissions Application and supporting information. Applications for Graduate Certificates do not require GRE scores or letters of recommendation, but do require a Statement of Purpose (one to two pages) that provides information regarding the specific Graduate Certificate being applied for, a brief description of the applicant’s reasons for applying, and any experience the applicant may have that is relevant to the certificate. The six courses in the Graduate Certificate program (completed with a grade of B or better) can be applied toward a Masters of Science Degree in Engineering Management upon application and acceptance to a degree program by the School of Engineering and Applied Science.
