Rochester Institute of Technology - M.S. in Cross Disciplinary Professional Studies with Concentrations in: 1) Counterterrorism, 2) WMD Threat Assessment and Defense, 3) Cybersecurity
Rochester Institute of Technology’s Master of Science in Cross Disciplinary Professional Studies is offered through the Center for Advanced Defense Studies in Washington, D.C. (hereafter “the CADS program”) and is designed to address the national need for technical expertise in critical homeland security skill areas such as counterterrorism, intelligence analysis, biological- chemical- and radiological- weapons (WMD) threat assessment and defense, and computer network security.  Courses in the WMD, counterterrorism, and intelligence analysis fields have been developed in conjunction with CADS.  

All courses in the CADS program are delivered in Washington, D.C. at the Center for Advanced Defense Studies.  The courses have online elements but most of the instruction is done in a face-to-face format.  Courses in the counterterrorism and WMD concentrations are delivered in a modified format over the period of three to five weeks.  Students meet for four hours in the evenings (Monday through Friday) for two consecutive weeks (a total of 40 contact hours) and are assigned both team and individual projects that must be completed within the three to five week time period.  Students then meet with the instructor on a weekly basis to evaluate project progress. Final project presentations are made in either the third or fifth week after the start of the course.  In total, students are in class sessions for more than 40 hours and conduct a substantial amount of outside research to complete their projects.  

The recommended structure of the program is outlined in Table 1.0.  Recommended Model #1 has an A-level concentration in “WMD” and a B-level concentration in “Counterterrorism.”  Recommended Model #2 has an A-level concentration in “Cybersecurity” and a B-level concentration in “Counterterrorism.”  Students may create an A-level concentration in counterterrorism and B-level concentrations from one of the other two areas.
