Of particular interest to emergency management professionals are programs in: 

Managing Information Security provides technical and operational leaders the solid foundation they need to build and sustain a comprehensive information infrastructure protection program. The curriculum brings the technical and management processes together to focus on the "human engineering" shortfalls (procedures, processes, lack of attention to detail) that cause the greatest information resource vulnerability. Participants will understand the threats and challenges to information resources, the legal issues involved, the process for creating effective policies, and the steps necessary to plan for and implement a effective resource protection program. Issues of incident response and operational continuity are covered. The curriculum is built around and provides excellent preparation for the internationally-recognized Certified Information System Security Professional (CISSP) examination. 

Information Technology Project Management teaches the tools and techniques to keep software and systems development projects on track.  Principles learned in the class apply equally well to the management of any project. 

Information Technology for Managers is an orientation to all phases of information technology and computing for non-technical managers and administrators.  This series of introductory courses is designed to give all non-technical leaders the understanding, confidence and credibility they need to be more effective in working with IT professionals.
