Andrews University – Graduate Programs with Emergency Management Track 
Andrews University offers a Master of Social Work with an Emphasis in Emergency Preparedness and Master of Science in Administration in Community and International Development with a Concentration in Disaster Preparedness.  

Master of Social Work
As part of the MSW degree, students may complete a package of 9 semester credits to receive an Emphasis in Emergency Preparedness.  These courses are:
· SOWK 408 Introduction to Emergency Preparedness (2 cr)

· SOWK 425 Emergency Planning (2 cr).

· BSAD 526 Emergency Management (3 cr.)

· SOWK 449 Disaster Response and Emergency Operations (2 cr.)

MSW students may also receive a Certificate in Emergency Preparedness from Andrews University by selecting courses totaling 18-19 credits (as listed under Course Descriptions above).  This certificate may be submitted to the State of Michigan towards recognition of PEM (Professional Emergency Manager) certification or another similar designation.  These elective credits can be counted a part of the MSW degree or transferred to another educational institution by agreement.  Students do not need to complete a Master’s degree from Andrews University in order to complete this Certificate program.

Master of Science in Administration: Community and International Development

Within the requirements for the MSA in Community and International Development a 6 semester credit Concentration in Disaster Preparedness may be obtained:

· BHSC 408Introduction to Emergency Preparedness (2 cr)

· BHSC 425Emergency Planning (2 cr)

· BHSC 449Disaster Response and Emergency Operations (2 cr).

In addition, the regular core curriculum requires the following courses for the degree:

· SOCI 530 Community Needs Assessment and Capacity Mapping (2 cr.)

· SOCI 545 Program Implementation and Evaluation (2 cr) 

· IDSC 640 Ethics in Development (2 cr)

· BSAD 515 Organizational Behavior (3 cr)

· BSAD 530 Management for Not-for-Profit Organizations (3 cr)
