George Washington University – Master of Science in Engineering Management with a focus in Crisis, Emergency and Risk Management

The George Washington University Department of Engineering Management and Systems Engineering, supported by the GWU Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management, offers a Master of Science (M.S.) Degree in Engineering Management with a focus in Crisis, Emergency, and Risk Management.  The 36 credit hour Master’s level program is designed to provide an interdisciplinary graduate education for persons engaged in or seeking professional careers in crisis, disaster, and emergency management in the public, private and not-for-profit sectors.

Courses are offered in the evening hours at The George Washington University Main Campus in Foggy Bottom, Washington, DC.  Currently, all courses are offered in the traditional classroom mode, one evening per week per course, over an academic semester.  Distance education options for open enrollment courses are not available, but are available for contract cohort programs.
