Oklahoma State University-Master of Science in Fire and Emergency Management
The Master of Science in Fire and Emergency Management Administration was implemented in the Summer of 1997.  It is designed to provide a sound educational foundation for those who are currently serving or aspire to serve as managers or administrators in a fire protection or emergency management capacity.   The degree requires 33-36 hours of graduate credit depending on whether students take a thesis option. Students have the option of satisfying the program’s research requirement by completing a thesis (6 hours) or a faculty supervised research project (3 hours).  With departmental approval, up to 15 hours of graduate credit can be transferred into the program.  
Courses in Public Management, Fire and Emergency Services Administration, Disaster Preparedness, Mitigation, Response, Recovery, Public Budgeting and Finance, Personnel Administration, Program Evaluation, and Populations at Risk are some of the many courses that are offered in the program.  Courses are delivered in a variety of formats.  Each summer, courses are made available through a Summer Institute that is a combination of a one week-intensive class format on the campus of OSU preceded and followed by out-of-class assignments.  Courses are also offered during the regular fall and spring semesters through a simulcast (live and interactive) process available through a student’s desktop computer.  A dedicated high-speed line, web camera and microphone are required to participate.  
Graduate Assistantships are available to students enrolled in the program on a full-time basis.  Out-of-state students who reside in states that are members of the Academic Common Market pay in-state tuition rates. Oklahoma State University is accredited by the Higher Learning Commission, a Commission of the North Central Association.
