Georgia State University – Master of Public Policy with a Concentration in Disaster Policy 
Georgia State University offers a Masters of Public Policy (M.P.P.) degree with a concentration in disaster policy, an M.P.A., and a Ph.D. in policy studies degree with Emergency Management as one of two concentrations. The Department of Public Management and Policy also offers a Graduate Certificate in Disaster Management. The certificate can be a stand-alone credential and the coursework can be counted as a concentration in the M.P.P., M.P.A. and Ph.D. in policy studies programs and in the university’s Master of Public Health program. 

The certificate requires completion of four courses: disaster policy and emergency management, disaster relief and humanitarian assistance, and two electives drawn from such courses as geographic information systems, public health, environmental planning and policy, urban planning, and volunteer management. This is a traditional, on-campus program and all coursework must be taken at Georgia State University. 

GSU is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools and the M.P.A. program is accredited by the National Association of Schools of Public Affairs and Administration. Admission to the M.P.P. program is highly competitive
