As a part of the City University of New York, John Jay College is offering two degrees: (1) a Master of Science in Protection Management with a Concentration in Emergency Management; and, (2) a Master of Public Administration with a Concentration in Emergency Management.  

The Master of Science in Protection Management with an Emergency Management
The Master of Science in Protection Management with an Emergency Management Concentration requires the completion of three advanced emergency management courses.  The balance of the curriculum consists of courses in management and analysis, foundations of security, fire safety, and risk management, and an elective.  The program emphasizes the development of managerial, analytic, and technical capabilities in the context of organizational and societal influences.   

Classes are available through a combination of classroom instruction and distance learning.  Thirty-six to thirty-nine credits are necessary to obtain the Masters Degree.  Passing a comprehensive examination is also required to complete the degree.
