Metropolitan College of New York – Master of Public Administration Degree in Emergency and Disaster Management
The Metropolitan College of New York is offering a Master of Public Administration Degree in Emergency and Disaster Management.  The Masters of Public Administration in Emergency and Disaster Management is a 45-credit advanced degree program which opens new career tracks for recent college graduates and further develops professionals already working in the field. Over a sixteen month period, the program’s full-time graduate students explore the complex world of emergency management and homeland security issues learning from industry leaders from throughout the New York metropolitan area.  The program is centered on the concept of a “constructive action”, which is a 3-semester long research project, beginning in the second semester, around which the courses are designed, and which results in a graduate-level thesis.  In Emergency & Disaster Management, the constructive action entails development of an emergency operations plan, implementing the plan, and assessing the impact of the plan.  The constructive action is done as a group project, with students working as a class on a single, comprehensive emergency management plan for a single non-profit agency.  In addition to the constructive action project, students also do internships at various public, private, and not-for-profit agencies.  As preparation for these internship opportunities, students in the second purpose study Project Management and may sit for the CAPM Certification through the Project Management Institute.
Following the earthquake in Haiti, MCNY offered six full scholarships to Haitian nationals to come to NYC and study emergency management for sixteen months and receive their Master’s degrees.
A unique feature of this program is a 10-day field experience which focuses on Recovery from large scale disaster anywhere in the world.  The program director will monitor global disaster activity and select the geographic region that best suits the student’s educational experience.  Recent trips have been to Chile to study the Recovery from the 2010 earthquake and tsunami, and in 2011 the students traveled to Istanbul to attend the World Conference on Housing and to study earthquake response in a 2600 year old city.
