University of New Haven offers an Emergency Management Certificate program at the Master’s level consisting of four courses. This master’s certificate requires satisfactory completion of 4 courses totaling 12 semester credits.   This Certificate program will lead to the development of future cadre of emergency management and related professionals grounded in emergency management, social and natural science knowledge, administrative and managerial skills and technical and personal competencies. 
The Emergency Management certificate program will offer an opportunity to raise the level of professionalism in the emergency management personnel from both the public and private sectors. Which will make communities and businesses more resilient to disasters either natural or human made. The program will also contribute to the professionalization of the emergency management community. The program is designed to assist those working in the field to establish credibility as a manager rather than just sand bag fillers.  It will further Develop a Culture of Preparedness and Prevention wherein the emergency manager understands and accepts the importance of community/organization capacity building; and where the emergency manager more actively brings people together from a variety of backgrounds and disciplines to solve problems through the vision of a common purpose.
