University of South Florida, College of Public Health – Graduate Certificate in Disaster Management 

The University of South Florida, College of Public Health, is offering a Graduate Certificate in Disaster Management.   The Graduate Certificate in Disaster Management serves to increase the knowledge of public health and other professionals to manage preparation, response and recovery activities resulting from natural and man-made disasters.  The certificate program prepares students to fill an increasing need for professionals to develop knowledge of international, nation, state, regional, county and local planning; coordinate and manage functions; design and improve emergency/disaster management capabilities; and control operations of major catastrophic disasters.  The certificate also increases the managerial and leadership skills of public health professionals working with international refugees and displaced populations after a disaster.  

To earn the graduate certificate students must complete five courses (3 credits hours each) for a total of fifteen credit hours.  
Required Courses: 
PHC 6182 Overview of United States & International Emergency/Disaster Management (Fall) (3 credits)

PHC 6185 Emergency/Disaster Preparedness and Planning Concepts (Fall) (3 credits)

PHC 6184 Emergency/Disaster Recovery (Spring) (3 credits)

PHC 6186 Public Health Emergencies in Large Populations (Spring) (3 credits) 

PHC 6945 Supervised Field Experience (Summer) (3 credits) MAY BE WAIVED IF MINIMUM OF ONE YEAR EXPERIENCE IN DISASTER MANAGEMENT CAN BE DOCUMENTED BY A SUPERVISOR
The Graduate Certificate in Disaster Management is offered online.  Prerequisites include a Bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited institution.  Students applying for admission must document that they have the graduate level knowledge to enroll in the certificate courses.  For international students a copy of their degree that is equivalent to the Bachelor’s degree along with certified copy of their transcript is required.  Up to 12 the semester hours of the certificate program may be applied to the Masters in Public Health (MPH) Concentration in Global Disaster Management and Humanitarian Relief. 
The University of South Florida is accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools and by the Council on Education for Public Health (CEPH).
