Massey University is offering a Graduate Certificate in Emergency Management as a first step in formal study of Emergency Management. The compulsory papers in the Certificate provide an introduction to emergency management concepts and incident command systems. Elective papers offer students choice in topics that target their professional development aims and personal interests.
Entry requirements are bachelors or associates degree or an approved qualification and sufficient background, qualifications or experience in emergency management. International qualifications that are approved as entry options include the IFE Diploma, IAEM Associate Emergency Manager or Certified Emergency Manager credentials.
Programme Structure

The GradDipEmergMgt is a 60-credit qualification, there are two compulsory 200 and 300 (second and third year of university) level papers totaling 30 credits, Introduction to emergency management and Incident Command Systems.  The remaining 30 credits are selected from a schedule of papers at the 200 and 300 levels.  The course can be offered entirely in distance mode online.
