Program Description:
The main objective of the Security and Safety Leadership program is to contribute to the professional development of safety professionals by analyzing a wide range of homeland security issues, policies, and practices. Students choose one of two areas of focus in which to specialize their coursework: Fundamentals of Strategic Security or Strategic Cybersecurity Enforcement.  Students in this degree program will develop competencies and knowledge relating to:

The curriculum has been designed by GW's College of Professional Studies in consultation with metropolitan area law enforcement, police experts, GW’s Elliott School of International Affairs, GW’s School of Engineering and Applied Sciences, and the Center for Excellence in Public Leadership at the University. 

Classes meet face-to-face one night per week plus one Saturday per month, in conjunction with online assignments.  The master’s degree can be completed in approximately 16 months.  The program has a cohort structure with a capstone project and internship opportunities.  


The George Washington University is granted accreditation by the Middle States Association of Colleges and Schools.

**In addition to the Arlington, VA cohort program, the Security and Safety Leadership degree program with area of focus in Fundamentals of Strategic Security is offered face-to-face in both Hampton Roads, VA and on the Mediterranean island of Cyprus.  GW also offers the MPS in Security and Safety Leadership, Fundamentals of Strategic Security area of focus entirely online for professionals located outside these geographic regions.
