The MCP Hahnemann University (formerly Allegheny University of the Health Sciences), EMS Degree program has campuses in Pittsburgh, Philadelphia, and Lehigh Valley.  The program offers both a Bachelor of Science in Emergency Medical Services and a Master of Science degree in Emergency and Public Safety Services.  The Master's degree was recently redesigned to reflect the current direction of Emergency Services.  The Master's degree is comprised of two elements including core course work and a specialty area of concentrated study in Emergency Management as well as several other related concentrations.  The Master of Science degree consists of 41-45 credits (depending upon thesis).  The major focus of the curriculum is to expand the skills and knowledge of the individual interested in the broad arena of public safety services.  This includes those involved in prehospital services from clinical care and disaster management to ambulatory care.  Fire, police, rescue telecommunicators, and EMS services are all included in the scope of public safety services.  The Master of Science Core Curriculum includes:
