The National Graduate School is offering a Homeland Security Certificate partnership with ANSER Institute of Arlington, VA.  The National Graduate School Homeland Security Certificate program is designed for managers, administrators, officers and those responsible for developing and implementing: law enforcement, transportation security specialists, emergency response teams, health care professionals, military planners, and community service administrators.  The certificate program includes coursework in homeland security strategy, plan development and risk assessment.  The Certificate Program begins with a cohort group for four courses scheduled on two alternating weekends a month and are to be completed over four months. This pilot program launches at ANSER Institute on June 13, 14 through September.

Courses for the Homeland Security Certificate support the perspective that national security is a body of knowledge and are designed specifically for the program and form an integrated series of modules leading to a private, public or military sector project.  Topics are to include: history and development of terrorism, principles of Homeland Security, risk management, threat assessment, strategic planning, Quality Systems Principles and Practices – such as activity-based costing, benchmarking and six sigma analyses – and Homeland Security related project management techniques.
