· Planning and Preparedness for Homeland Security and Emergency Management Post-9/11 and Post-Katrina:   June 17-July 14, 2013
· Resource Management: August 12-September 8, 2013
· Unmet Needs and Challenges: Some Key Challenges Facing Homeland Security and Emergency Management Post 9/11 and Post Katrina:  October 7-November 3, 2013
While the courses will be of particular interest to those already in practitioner or policy making roles, they will also be of interest to those preparing for such roles. Those developing and teaching homeland security and emergency management courses will also find the course of value.

The courses are taught in asynchronous time utilizing a wide assortment of reports, articles, videos, and other instructional material all accessible without cost online.  

Participants will be awarded CEUs for each course successfully completed.  Students will be awarded certificates following successful completion of each course.  Certificates of program certification and lapel pins will be awarded to program participants upon successful completion of the five required courses.
