· disaster planners within government, business, and industry. 

Faculty teaching courses in this program represent a truly interdisciplinary team of researchers and prominent emergency services professionals. 

The program is offered completely online utilizing the latest technologies for content delivery and disaster simulations. All components of this MS in Emergency Services Administration degree, including advising, instruction, simulations, thesis, and group projects can be effectively conducted remotely utilizing the technologies supporting the delivery of the degree. The program has been developed for the working professional who demands a real-world curriculum delivered to accommodate a schedule requiring some degree of flexibility.
