 Casper Community College is offering an Associate of Applied Science Degree in Emergency Management.  The curriculum contains emergency management courses developed by the Federal Emergency Management Agency as well as general education classes.  Students must complete 70 credit hours to successfully fulfill degree requirements, 45 credits in major area of concentration and electives and 25 credits in general education.  Classes are currently being offered with the approved Associate of Applied Science Degree which started with the 2004 fall semester.

In addition, CCC is also proposing an Emergency Management Certificate Program, which will require 30 credits of courses that include planning, communication, ICS, EOC/Operation, and technological threats.
