The University of Delaware offers a Bachelor of Science degree in Energy and Environmental Policy. The degree is administered by the Center for Energy and Environmental Policy, which is internationally recognized for its work in the field. The degree provides students with cross-disciplinary knowledge and analytical skills to address local, national and global energy and environmental issues. Through this unique cross-disciplinary program, students combine courses in policy analysis, economics, the social and natural sciences, and engineering with CEEP's well-established internship program to learn in the classroom and in the practical settings of government, industry, think tanks and environmental organizations. In this way, analytical training and experience-based learning enable the students to apply knowledge to real world challenges.

Students will be prepared for careers in the areas of energy and environmental planning, policy analysis, management and administration, and research in the public, private, and non-profit sectors. Graduates of the program will be qualified to assume positions in local and national government, international agencies, research and policy institutions, consulting firms, energy utilities, and corporate departments with responsibilities in energy and environmental matters.
The major requires a minimum of 125 credits to graduate.
