Texas A&M University is offering a graduate Certificate in Environmental Hazard Management, which is open to students in any graduate program on campus, but is most closely linked to the Masters in Urban Planning or Ph.D. in Urban and Regional Science. The certificate program requires completion of five courses from the following list, although other courses relevant to emergency management can be substituted with faculty approval.

· Organizational/Community Response

· Disaster Response Planning

· Risk Analysis and Public Policy

· Disaster Recovery and Hazard Mitigation

· Special Topics in Hazard Planning and Research

Students gain practical experience by working on projects in the Hazard Reduction & Recovery Center’s (HRRC) Hazard Analysis Laboratory, which conducts planning projects with public and private sector organizations throughout the nation.  Students also obtain experience in the Center’s research on natural and technological hazards that has been funded by major federal agencies such as the National Science Foundation.  

Texas A&M University is granted accreditation by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.  The curriculum in Urban and Regional Planning is accredited by the Planning Accreditation Board.
