The program is intended also to enhance the leadership and management skills for public health professionals working with populations in need of humanitarian assistance, particularly international refugees and displaced populations.  
The Graduate Certificate in Humanitarian requires twelve (12) credit hours for completion of the certificate.

PHC 6231 – Organizing Emergency Humanitarian Actions

PHC 6232 – From Emergency to Development and Prevention

Prerequisites - Applicants must document graduate-level knowledge required to enroll in the certificate course.  In addition, the applicant must hold a bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited institution.
