Upon completion students should be able to prepare an emergency procedures plan, assess the effectiveness of the plan, and comply with Department of Homeland Security standards for all types of hazards.  
The Certificate in Business Continuity and Emergency Planning is scheduled to begin November 2006.  
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To earn the Certificate in Business Continuity and Emergency Planning students will be required to complete 72 credit hours.
