The 18-credit-hour (6 course) graduate certificate program is designed to provide an interdisciplinary graduate education for persons engaged in or seeking professional careers in crisis, disaster, and emergency management and/or public health in the public, private and not-for-profit sectors. 
Courses are offered in the evening hours at The George Washington University Main Campus in Foggy Bottom, Washington, DC.  Currently, all courses are offered in the traditional classroom mode, one evening per week per course, over an academic semester.  Distance education courses are not available. Individuals may apply for the Graduate Certificate program by completing and submitting the GW Graduate Admissions Application and supporting information. Application requirements for a Graduate Certificate program are the same as for the Master of Science in Engineering Management degree.      EMSE 6305 - Crisis and Emergency Management 

     EMSE 6325 - Medical and Public Health Emergency Management 

     PubH 6003 - Principles and Practices of Epidemiology
     PubH 6002 - Biostatistical Applications for Public Health

Plus four additional Crisis, Emergency, and Risk Management concentration courses as listed on the ICDRM Web Site: http://www.gwu.edu/~icdrm. 
The six courses in the Graduate Certificate program (completed with a grade of B or better) can be applied toward a Masters of Science Degree in Engineering Management upon application and acceptance to a degree program by the School of Engineering and Applied Science.
