SUNY at Stony Brook is offering a Bachelor of Science in Health Science with a Concentration in Emergency and Disaster Management: Emergency Medical Service Specialist.  This new concentration of study in the Health Science major, was specifically developed to expand conventional Emergency Medical Services (EMS) training programs to better prepare EMS personnel for the realities of today’s workforce. The curriculum provides a foundation in the recognition and management of HAZMAT incidents, a comprehensive overview of the nuclear, biological and chemical agents that are more likely to be used as Weapons of Mass Destruction, and an understanding of the tactics and objectives of terrorism.  Students will also be trained as emergency medical technicians (EMT) through a 120-hour EMT course.

Graduates of this program will be the first generation of baccalaureate prepared emergency medical technicians that are also intensely prepared in emergency and disaster management.  These highly trained EMS providers will then enter our nationally recognized (1204-hours of study) paramedic-training program. By combining the curriculum of the Health Science major and the paramedic-training program, we have created the next evolution in the education of EMS personnel.
